
 
Corrective Steps in Dealing With Poor Student Attendance 

 

 

1.  Poor attendance necessitates 
the need for school intervention.  

2.  Assistant Principal discusses 
poor attendance and corrective 
measures with parent and 
student. 

3.  Student is placed on an 
attendance improvement plan 
which is signed by the parent 
and forwarded to the CBE 
attendance officer.    

4.  Student (and preferably a 
parent) meet with the assistant 
principal and the CBE 
attendance officer.  A new 
attendance plan is initiated.    

5.  Student and parent receive a 
subpoena from the sheriff’s 
office and appear in front of the 
attendance board.   

6.  Student and parent return to 
the attendance board or the 
Court of Queen’s Bench.   

Attendance improves and no 
further interventions are 
necessary.   

Attendance improves and 
attendance plan review dates 
become longer in length.  

Student and parent receive direction 
and consequences from the 
attendance board. (possible fines, 
community service, etc.)
